Prayers of Thanks 
 In John 6:1-15, we learn how Jesus fed over five thousand people with only five loaves of bread and two fish.  Through this miracle He taught His disciples 
that they could trust Him to provide for all their physical needs. 
 As we think about the physical blessings our Lord gives us – food, clothing, homes, families, jobs, money, good weather, just to name a few – we realize 
how meager our gratitude is .  Our routine prayers at the kitchen table may be the only words of thanks we say to our Lord. 
 To help your children learn to thank the Lord more often for blessings, consider using prayers “from the heart” at the dinner table.  Instead 
of using your normal mealtime prayer, ask a member of the family to use his or her own words to thank God for the food and for any other blessings 
that come to mind.  For example, “Dear Jesus, thank you for this great meal of meatloaf dad made.  Thank you for getting mom back safely from her 
shopping trip.  And thanks for my new sled.  Amen.”  Or all family members might add a thank-you phrase to the prayer.  Encourage your children to 
speak to God as if He were right there at the table with you – which He is! 
 The disciples learned a valuable lesson that day in Galilee.  Their Lord could provide whatever physical blessings they needed.  We want to teach our 
children to thank their Lord for blessing them too.
