The Tlingits used strips of cedar bark to weave
clothing, hats, and mats.
We also painted masks of Thunderbird and a
oWvatchman on brown (cedar) paper. These were
some of the typical characters that were carved into
icanasks and totem poles. With no written language the

totem poles filled with carved animals became a
thatorytelling” focus.
